SECTION 1: 

THE NAME OF THE CONFERENCE SHALL BE THE BUCKEYE-MOUNTAIN CONFERENCE; HENCEFORTH REFERRED TO AS THE BMC THROUGHOUT THE DOCUMENT.
ARTICLE II: PURPOSE OF THE CONSTITUTION:
SECTION 1:

THE CONFERENCE SHALL ABIDE BY THE RULES AND REGULATIONS OF THE OHIO
HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION AND WEST VIRGINIA SECONDARY SCHOOL ACTIVITIES COMMISSION: BASED ON THE RESPECTED STATE A CONTEST IS BEING PLAYED
ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP:
SECTION 1:

MEMBERSHIP/ MEMBER IS HEREBY DEFINED AS: THE PARTCIPATING SCHOOL AND/OR THEIR RESPECTED REPRESENTATIVE

SECTION 2:

CHARTER MEMBERS OF THE CONFERENCE SHALL INCLUDE: BUCKEYE LOCAL, EAST LIVERPOOL, HARRISON JR. HIGH, INDIAN CREEK, JR. CRUSADERS, LINSLY, OAK GLEN, SPRINGFIELD, STANTON, TORONTO (KARAFFA MIDDLE), WEIR MIDDLE, WELLSBURG, AND FOLLANSBEE: EACH LISTED SCHOOL SHALL RECEIVE AUTOMATIC FULL CHARTER MEMBERSHIP AND BENEFITS UPON THE RATIFICATION OF THE BYLAWS. 

SECTION 3:

NEW SCHOOLS MAY BE ADMITTED WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE CONSTITUTION BY A RECOMMENDATION FROM A CHARTER MEMBER AND BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 4:

A MEMBER MAY WITHDRAW FROM THE CONFERENCE BY NOTIFYING ALL MEMBERS OR NOTIFICATION AT A DESIGNATED MEMBERSHIP MEETING NOT LATER THAN THE FIRST DAY OF AUGUST 01, ONE YEAR PRIOR TO LEAVING THE BMC CONFERENCE. REFER TO ARTICLE III: SECTION 6.2 FOR DESIGNATED PENALTY(S) IN FAILING TO COMPLY. 
SECTION 5:

AN EXISTING MEMBER CANNOT BE REMOVED FROM THE CONFERENCE WITHOUT COMMITTING A GRAVE VIOLATION OF THE BYLAWS AND BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE MEMBERS OF THE CONFERENCE. VIOLATIONS OF THE BYLAWS WILL BE DETERMINED BY A THREE (3) MEMBER GRIEVANCE PANEL, AS ESTABLISHED UNDER SECTION 5.1. 

SECTION 5.1:

THE GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE, AS DESCRIBED IN ARTICLE IV: SECTION 5 WILL CONSIST 
OF A 3 MEMBER PANEL THAT MUST RETURN WITH A MAJORITY DECISION. THE 
DECISION WILL THEN IMMEDIATELY 
BE REPORTED TO THE PRESIDENT WHO WILL BE 
RESPONSIBLE FOR ENFORCING THE RULING AND RECOMMENDING THE APPROPRIATE 
AMENDMENT TO THE BYLAWS (IF NECESSARY). 
SECTION 6:
THE CHARTER MEMBERS SHALL ADOPT A UNIFORM MEMBERSHIP FEE, WHICH WILL BE DUE NO LATER THAN THE FIRST DESIGNATED MEETING, OF ANY GIVEN SCHOOL YEAR.

SECTION 6.1:

THE UNIFORM ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP FEE FOR THE BMC IS HEREBY ESTABLISHED IN 
THE AMOUNT OF TWO HUNDRED DOLLARS ($200.00). 

SECTION 6.2:


A ONE TIME DEPOSIT OF TWO HUNDRED DOLLARS ($200.00) IS HEREBY ESTABLISHED IN 
ACCORDANCE WITH ARTICLE III: SECTION 4. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH AND PROVIDE 
THE ESTABLISHED NOTIFICATION WILL RESULT IN THE CHARTER MEMBER 
FORFIETING THEIR DEPOSIT; WHICH WILL AUTOMATICALLY REMAIN IN THE BMC 
BANK ACCOUNT.   


SECTION 6.3:


UPON RATIFICATION OF THE BMC GOVERNING BYLAWS THE TREASURER/SECRETARY 
WILL BE RESPONSIBLE ESTABLISHING A FINANCIAL BANKING ACCOUNT FOR THE BMC. 
ARTICLE IV: ORGANIZATION:
SECTION 1:

THE OFFICERS OF THE BMC CONFERENCE SHALL BE: PRESIDENT, VICE-PRESIDENT, TREASURER/SECRETARY, AND SCHEDULER. NO OFFICER SHALL RECEIVE FINANCIAL COMPENSATION IN FULLFILLING THEIR DUTIES OR FOR ANY OTHER REASON. 
SECTION 2:

THE TERMS OF OFFICE OF EACH ELECTED OFFICER SHALL BE TWO (2) YEARS. IN DOING SO, IT PERMITS THE CREATION AND APPROVAL OF SCHEDULES IN ADVANCE. 
SECTION 3:

THE ELECTION OF OFFICERS WILL BE HELD AT THE MAY MEETING OF THE END OF EACH ATHLETIC SEASON/ SCHOOL YEAR. 

IN THE CASE OF NO MEMBER BEING NOMINATED OR VOLUNTEERING FOR ANY OFFICER POSITION THAN THE OFFICER’S SEAT WILLWILL ROTATE TO THE NEXT MEMBER; BASED ALPHABETICALLY. 
ALL OFFICERS SHALL ASSUME THEIR OFFICE FOLLOWING THE CONFERENCE MEETING.

SECTION 4:

THE DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS ARE: 

i. THE PRESIDENT’S DUTIES SHALL INCLUDE PRESIDING OVER ALL CONFERENCE MEETINGS, SETTING THE AGENDA AS OUTLINED BY THE CHARTER MEMBER’S RECOMMENDATIONS. THE PRESIDENT WILL ALSO BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ENFORCING ANY AND ALL DISPUTES RESOLVED BY THE GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE-- IMMEDIATELY.
ii. THE VICE PRESIDENT SHALL ASSUME THE DUTIES OF THE PRESIDENT OR THE TREASURER/ SECRETARY IN THEIR ABSENCE.
iii. THE TREASURER/SECRETARY’S DUTIES SHALL INCLUDE TAKING MINUTES OF EACH MEETING AND SUBMITTING A COPY TO EACH MEMBER; COMPLETING AND REPORTING FINANCIAL REPORTS TO EACH MEMBER; AND PREPARE AN ANNUAL BUDGET BY PROJECTING ALL REVENUES AND EXPENSES FOR THE UPCOMING YEAR. PREPARE STATEMENTS AND COLLECT CONFERENCE FEES AND FINES FROM MEMBER SCHOOLS. PAY ALL BILLS INCURRED BY AND APPROVED FOR PAYMENT BY THE CONFERENCE
iv. THE SCHEDULER WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR COMPILING AND PRESENTING DESIGNATED SCHEDULES FOR EACH APPROVED SPORT THROUGHOUT THE SCHOOL CALENDER YEAR--FOR APPROVAL BY THE CHARTER MEMBERS. IT IS ALSO THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE SCHEDULER TO COLLECT THE DATA IN DIVISIONING AS DESCRIBED IN ARTICLE VIII: SECTION 2. 
SECTION 5:
THE GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE WILL CONSIST OF THREE (3) CHARTER MEMBERS; BASED ALPHABETICALLY AND ROTATING ANNUALLY. OFFICERS ARE EXEMPTED FROM THE COMMITTEE EXCEPT IN THE SHORT TERM ABSENCE OF ONE OF THE GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE MEMBERS THE VICE-PRESIDENT WILL AUTOMATICALLY BE SEATED IN THEIR POSITION UNTIL THEIR RETURN. IN THE CASE OF A LONG TERM ABSENCE THE NEXT CHARTER MEMBER WILL BE SEATED; BASED ALPHABETICALLY. 

SECTION 6:
THE OFFICERS AND MEMBERS EACH SHARE AN EQUAL RESPONSIBILITY TO THE SUCCESS OF THE BMC AND WEIGHT IN VOTING ON EACH AND EVERY ISSUE PRESENTED. IN THE CASE AN INDIVIDUAL CHARTER MEMBER IS RESPSONSIBLE FOR MORE THAN ONE MEMBERSHIP, AND PAY SEPARATE DUES, THAN THEY RECEIVE THE NUMBER OF VOTES THAT EQUAL THEIR MEMBERSHIP.
ARTICLE V: MEETINGS:
SECTION 1:

CONFERENCE COMMITTEE MEETINGS SHALL BE HELD AS FOLLOWS:

i. THE FIRST FRIDAY FOLLOWING THE START OF THE NEW ATHLETIC SEASON/ SCHOOL YEAR; UNLESS OTHERWISE AGREED UPON DATE.

ii. MONTHLY CONFERENCE MEETING DATE WILL BE VOTED UPON AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE CURRENT MEETING

iii. THE RESPECTED SPORT SEEDING MEETING WILL BE HELD AT THE EARLIEST DATE FOLLOWING THE CONCLUSION OF THE DESIGNATED SPORT’S SCHEDULE.
iv. ALTERED DATES MAY BE NECESSARY IF CONFLICTS OCCUR

SECTION 2:

IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF EACH MEMBER, OR HIS/HER DESIGNEE, TO ATTEND EVERY DESIGNATED MEETING. THE DESIGNEE CAN INCLUDE OTHER CONFERENCE MEMBERS OR ANY OTHER KNOWLEDGEABLE INDIVIDUAL SELECTED BY THE BUILDING PRINCIPAL/ADMINISTRATOR. 
SECTION 3:

AT THE CONFERENCE SPONSORED MEETINGS REQUIRING THE MEMBERSHIP TO

VOTE THE MEMBER OR DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVE MUST BE PRESENT OR THE MEMBER RELINGUISHES THEIR VOTING PRIVILEGES THAT OCCURRED AT THAT MEETING, BY ADMISSION OR NOT.   


SECTION 3.1:

ALL VOTING SHALL BE BY CLOSED BALLOT--COLLECTED BY THE TREASURER/ 
SECRETARY---TALLIED AND ONLY THE TOTAL RESULTS BE REPORTED TO THE 
PRESIDENT 
AND VICE-PRESIDENT. AT NO TIME WILL THE TREASURER/ SECRETARY 
REVEAL HOW ANY CHARTER MEMBER VOTED. IF THERE IS A DISPUTE WITH THE 
VOTING RESULTS THEN A SECOND VOTE WILL OCCUR IN THE SAME MANNER AS THE 
FIRST. 
ARTICLE VI: AMENDING & RATIFICATION OF THE CONSTITUTION:
SECTION 1:

PROVISIONS OF THIS CONSTITUTION MUST BE RATIFIED BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE MEMBERS.

SECTION 2:
TE CONSTITUTION MAY BE AMENDED BY A MAJORITY VOTE OF THE MEMBERSHIP.

AMENDMENTS MUST BE INITIATED AT LEAST ONE (1) MEETING PRIOR TO BEING ACTED

UPON AND SHALL BE ACTED UPON ONLY AT A CONFRENCE MEETING--UNLESS OTHERWISE AGREED UPON BY A MAJORITY OF THE CHARTER MEMBERS.

ARTICLE VII: ELIGIBILITY OF PARTICIPANTS:
SECTION 1:
THE ELIGIBILITY OF THE PARTICIPANTS OF ANY ACTIVITY OF THE CONFERENCE SHALL BE DETERMINED BY THE RULES OF ELIGIBILITY OF THE OHSAA, THE WVSSAC, AND/OR THE INDIVIDUAL MEMBER SCHOOLS.
SECTION 1:

6th graders may participate if their state and school (district) allow.

ARTICLE VIII: DIVISIONING:

SECTION 1:

ALL SPORTS WILL BE DIVISIONED. THERE WILL BE A BIG SCHOOL DIVISION AND A SMALL SCHOOL DIVISION. 

SECTION 2:
THE DIVISIONS WILL BE DETERMINED SPRING MEETING OF THE ATHLETIC/ SCHOOL SEASON ON A CERTIFIED COPY OF THE MEMBERSHIPS PROJECTED STUDENT BODY ENROLLMENT FOR 7TH AND 8TH GRADE, FOR THE NEXT SCHOOL SEASON.  
SECTION 3: 
IT IS HERBEY ESTABLISHED THAT 8TH GRADE ATHLETES WILL ONLY PATICPATE ON 8TH GRADE TEAMS WHERE SPORTS ARE SEPARATED BY GRADE LEVELS. AN EXCEPTION MAY BE MADE IF BOTH THE ATHLETIC DIRECTORS AGREE IN ADVANCE OF THE CONTEST. 
SECTION 4:
AN ATHLETE BELOW 8TH GRADE SHALL ONLY PARTIPATE ON ONE TEAM IN TOURNAMENT PLAY. EACH SCHOOL SHALL DESIGNATE THEIR TOURNAMENT ROSTERS BEFORE THE START OF THE TOURNAMENT.

ARTICLE IX: DETERMINATION OF AWARDING TOURNAMENTS:

SECTION 1:
THE BMC CONFERENCE WILL AWARD ALL TOURNAMENTS TO A SPONSORING MEMBER DURING THE LAST CONFERENCE MEETING OF THE ATHLETIC/ SCHOOL SEASON. THE MEMBER SCHOOL, OR DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVE, MUST BE PRESENT AT THE MEETING TO ACCEPT OR DECLINE THE TOURNAMENT; AS PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED BY THE CONFERENCE MEMBERS.

SECTION 2:
THE TOURNAMENTS SHALL BE AWARDED BASED ON THEIR RESPECTED DIVISION, BIG OR SMALL SCHOOL, AND ON THE FOLLOWING ALPHABETICAL ORDER:

A TRAVELING TROPHY WILL BE AWARDED TO THE CHAMPIONS OF THE SMALL SCHOOL & BIG SCHOOL CONTEST IN VOLLEYBALL AND BASKETBALL ONLY. THE FOUR (4) TROPHIES WILL BE PURCHASED FROM BMC ACCOUNT FUNDS.

WHEN SELECTING ALL TOURNAMENT TEAMS THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES ARE HEREBY ESTABLISHED: 1ST PLACE (4 ATHLETES), 2ND PLACE (3 ATHLETES), 3RD PLACE (2 ATHLETES), 4TH PLACE (1 ATHLETE), AND ONE (1) ATHLETE SELECTED BY THE TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR. AN ALL ACADEMIC TEAM IS ALSO HIGHLY RECOMMENDED.
